Their first project had been
OK, but this one, wow!  They were so professional, organized to the last detail, and enthusiastic!  It was truly a joy
to watch them lead our group that day.

The best part of my job as president is to watch all of you grow.  I love it when you surprise me and do so in leaps
and bounds, like my flowers.
